The Directorate of Primary Education (DPE) has received public funds from the Government of the Peoples Republic of Bangladesh (GoB) towards the cost of the Second Primary Education Development Program (PEDP II) and intends to apply part of the proceeds of these funds to payments under the contract for the provision of consultancy services for the Program by a Junior national Child Survey Consultant, a national Child Survey Consultant and a national Junior Statistical Specialist. The period of services will be 6 months (extendable). 
1. For Child Survey Consultant (one person):
a) Responsibilities and Duties: 
1. Analyze children target group 0-14 years
2. Distribution of children in different types of school.
3. Analyze the target groups 6-10 years children not enrolled.
4. Analyze children stopping to going school.
5. Analyze the literate population of 15 years and above.
6. Identify Special Need Children any types of disabilities.
7. Designing post enumeration.
8. The expert will prepare a guide book of instruction manual.
9. The expert will design a proper database based on collected information. 
10. The expert will perform data base management, data analysis, data editing etc. to prepare a sound, professional and potential report. 
11. The expert will perform Child Survey tasks including necessary paper-setting, production and printing of papers, data management, data capture, data analysis, data validation and report writing.
12. The Expert will assist desk officer of child survey assigned by Director (M&E).
13. The expert will assist desk officer of child survey M&E Division related to Child survey task as and when required.
14. The Expert will provide training for M&E and MIS officials of DPE in regard to child survey activities.
15. May suggest conducting further Survey or Study as per need of the program.

b) Qualifications and Experiences: The candidate shall have: tertiary level of education preferably in Statistics/ Economies with excellent written and oral communication skills; at least 10 years experience in survey/census; Strong interpersonal & people-management skills; Proficient Knowledge in sampling method & techniques and sampling weights. Recommending knowledge on educational Statistics survey/population survey; Tracking knowledge of population survey; Proficiency in the use of Microsoft windows applications including Excel, Word, Access, SPSS, Internet Explorer; Ability to browse the Web to find information regarding demographic survey procedure, administration and report writing.
2. For Child Survey Junior Consultant (one person):
      a) Responsibilities and Duties:
1. The junior consultant will assist the senior expert as per his expectation. The scope of service will be the same as consultant assigned above. He (she) will be accountable for his work to M & E Division.
      b) Qualifications and Experiences: The qualification and experiences will be the same as     consultant assigned above with at least 5 years experience in respect of demographic/statistical survey.
3. For Junior Consultant (Statistical Expert-one person):    
      a) Responsibilities and Duties: The statistics specialist will: 
· Identify the needs of data for the outputs/outcomes for the indicator/information related to primary education

· Prepare the data collection instruments with DPE Officials

· Coordinate the Annual and Periodic data collection and analysis process

· Involved him/her in the data handling, processing, analyzing the data along with the DPE Officials. This includes data set cleaning, data cleaning rules, preparation of survey documentation, sampling weight, variance calculation, missing data and data imputation approaches.

· Help DPE Officials in analyzing the data to get the desire output 

· Involve in preparing the Primary School Census and Annual Sector Performance report in collaboration with M&E, MIS officials

· Develop the capacity of the M&E and MIS Officials in analyzing and preparing the reports of Educational Statistics

· Prepare necessary data projection such as population, etc 

· Prepare pupil projection using grade transition through Student Flow Method or other well known acceptable method 

· Assist in preparing Quarterly Program Reports, Annual Reports and other documents to update to Line Director and Program Director

· Undertake regular field verification and update of information and data.

· Provide necessary educational statistics for Joint Annual Review Mission (JARM) and specially in preparing background documents, papers and reports for these activities

· Develop and conduct training materials for various courses in education statistics, planning and monitoring to the DPE Officials from Head Office to Field Level Offices

· Carry out other related tasks assigned by the Program Director and Line Director

      b) Qualifications and Experiences: The candidate should have minimum three years bachelor’s degree with one year Master or four years bachelor degree in Statistics with additional qualifications in Statistical Software and data analysis. Foreign training in Statistics/Statistical Analysis is preferable. The applicant should have at least ten years experience in Statistical/Survey/Census works with excellent knowledge in computer programs such as STATA/SPSS, MS Access, etc.

The Directorate of Primary Education (DPE) now invites eligible applicants to indicate their interest in providing the services. Applicants are invited to provide information indicating they are qualified to perform the services (complete CV with necessary papers/ documents and other details as required as per the Application Forms of PPR 2008).
